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Clinical Pathology and L ong- Term Prognosis
of Henoch-Schonlein Nephritis in Children

Abgtract :  Objective  To anadyze the reationship between the clinicd and pathologicad efects and longterm
prognossin children with Henoch- Schonlein nephritis. Methods Changes of clinicd pathology were studied in 32
children with Henoch- Schonlein nephritisand 19 casesof them were followed over an 8 to 14 year period. Results Acute
nephritis ranked firs (50 %) and the nephritic syndrome ranked second (40 %) in the dinical classfication of Henochr
Schonlein nephritis; the mgority had pathologica changes of Grade . The rate of recovery of acute nephritis and
the nephritic syndrome was 55. 6 % and 28. 6 %, repectively. The rate of recovery and deterioration of Grade
pathologica changes was 43.8 % and 12.5 %, regectively. Of the patients with Grade pathological changes,
66.7 % deteriorated or died. Conclusions The prognoss of acute nephritis was better than that of the nephritic
syndrome, and long-term prognossis dosay asociated with the clinica cdassfication and pathology.
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
